This format [PBAS] is filled by the employee
in a given prescribed proforma, which includes all the above set
related to points and sub-points.

Part-C: other related information [duly signed by the principal],
and

Part-D: Comment on the Self-Assessment by the University.

The main part, i.e., Part-B consists of 4 categories. Category-I

Category-II includes “Co-curricular, Extra-curricular and
Professional Development related activities. Category-III Includes
“Research and Academic Contribution”. Category-IV includes “Summary
of the API” to be filled by the Teaching Faculty.
